· Consulting on backyard wildlife habitat restoration for the butterfly 

· Assisting the Haight-Ashbury Native Plant Nursery manager with community outreach, volunteer management and plant propagation

· Providing ecological assistance to other Nature in the City projects and partnerships such as Mission Greenbelt and Mt. Sutro Stewards

The Nature in the City stewardship intern will have the opportunity to work within the heart of the local ecological restoration movement and to learn from experienced natural resource and conservation professionals.
